Westport to Denniston
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WESTPORT TO DENNISTON -

The only road access into Westport is State highway 67 across the Buller River bridge. From the bridge drive 1 km into town along the main street (i.e Palmerston St.) then turn
right onto Brougham Street. There is a signpost at the Palmerston St / Brougham St. intersection directing traffic to Karamea. Waimangaroa is the same direction as Karamea.
As you turn right onto Brougham St. you will see the Visitor Information Centre immediately on the left side of Brougham St. This is a good starting point if you have not been to
Westport before. (Be prepared for a surprise if this is your first visit - there's more to do around this area than you probably ever imagined).

Before you drive to Denniston make sure you have enough fuel in your vehicle. There are 2 service stations on Palmerston St. (Caltex at the south end and BP at the north end).
There are no service stations between Westport and Karamea.

To leave Westport drive down Brougham St. and over the Orowaiti River estuary. From here follow State Highway 67 for another 15 km until you reach the township of
Waimangaroa. At this point SH67 veers left at a large traffic island - but to get to Denniston you need to leave SH67 and drive straight ahead. Take care to GIVE WAY to other
traffic when you are crossing SH67 at Waimangaroa! ! As you leave SH67 you will pass the Waimangaroa shop. (If you finish your ride before they close, this is a very good
place for an after-ride-ice-cream!!). From the shop follow McGill St. & Banbury St. until you get onto the famous Denniston road. From here the road twists its way up 7 km (and
600 vertical metres) to the township of Denniston. Although this road often appears to be quiet, be aware there is a good chance you could encounter other vehicles at any
time, including 30T truck and trailers hauling coal from mines operating in the Cascade Valley. Turn right at the T-intersection at the top of the hill and right again at the next
intersection and you will soon find the Denniston Museum. The MTB rides all start from the Museum. If the museum is open it is also an excellent place to start learning about
the amazing history of the area traversed by the Denniston MTB tracks. Past the museum the tarsealed roads soon run out and it's time to enjoy some biking!!
